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City of Waterloo Official Plan REview

Open House Date, Submission Deadline

The City of Waterloo is undertaking a review of the City Official Plan, the primary strategic document for guiding land use and development. Over the past two years, Discussion Papers have been prepared and circulated outlining proposed new policies for the City Official Plan.  The draft policies of the Official Plan address a series of key theme areas including: (i) City Form; (ii) Arts, Culture Heritage, Recreation and Leisure; (iii) Networks and Transportation; (iv) Economy; (v) Environment, Energy and Mineral Aggregates; (vi) Plan Introduction and Implementation; and, (vii) Land Use Policies and Mapping. With all Discussion Papers released as of June, 2010, the Draft Official Plan has been released in full and is available on the City’s website at www.waterloo.ca/planitwaterloo. Alternatively, a copy can be obtained during business hours at Waterloo City Centre, Development Services (2nd Floor), 100 Regina Street South, Waterloo, or by calling (519) 747-8752.
As part of the public consultation process, the City held a series of Open Houses in June of this year. At the Open Houses, City staff was available to discuss the proposed policies and mapping, answer any questions, and receive comments. Staff is proposing to hold an additional Open House this fall. The Open House will be located in the City Hall atrium, located at 100 Regina Street South, Waterloo on Wednesday, October 6th from 3:00pm – 4:30pm and 5:00pm – 7:00pm. The Open House on October 6th is not a formal public meeting under the Planning Act.
In addition to attending the Open House and providing comments on the Draft Official Plan, any member of the public may also provide written comments. The deadline for submitting comments is Friday, October 15, 2010. Written submissions can be sent via the following:


Staff will be taking all comments into consideration and preparing a final Official Plan for Council’s consideration in early 2011. 
If you wish to be included in a mailing list to receive further information regarding the City of Waterloo Official Plan Review, or if you wish to be notified of the future adoption of the proposed Official Plan, or of the refusal of a request to amend the Official Plan, you must make a written request including your name and mailing address to the City of Waterloo City Clerk’s office at (519) 747-8713 or at clerkinfo@waterloo.ca .    

If a person or public body does not make oral submissions at a formal public meeting (date to be determined) or make written submissions to the Corporation of the City of Waterloo before the proposed Official Plan is adopted, the person or public body is not entitled to appeal the decision of Council to the Ontario Municipal Board. In addition, if a person or public body does not make oral submissions at a formal public meeting (date to be determined) or make written submissions to the Corporation of the City of Waterloo before the proposed official plan is adopted, the person or public body may not be added as a party to the hearing of an appeal before the Ontario Municipal Board unless, in the opinion of the Board, there are reasonable grounds to add the person or public body as a party.
