Goals/Mission/Background

· protesting against expansion of the Doon Golf Course.

· participating in Healthy Communities social event.
· protesting development on the Waterloo Moraine.

· continuing efforts to get a Regional pesticide bylaw.
· volunteering at the Dandelion Festival.

· speaking on the urban transit plan at Waterloo Region Council.

· speaking at Waterloo City council regarding stopping urban sprawl and need for follow through of height and density study, not urban expansion.

· writing letters to the editor and articles in local media .
