· Strasburg Rd is proposed to be extended by about 3.4 km and planned to be 4 lanes wide
· Strasburg Rd would advance through and destroy approx. 3 acres of pristine forest, Provincially Significant Wetlands and put an Endangered Species Habitat at risk
· The proposed extension is being planned in two parts, 

· the North section – from 500m north of Stauffer Drive to near Rush Meadow St. and there has not been a recent and proper EA (Environmental Assessment), 
· the South section – from New Dundee Rd. to 500m north of Stauffer Drive
· The City has not made public any environmental studies on the North section
· The City refuses to consider options to avoid environmental impacts in the North section
