This award is given to an individual trades person, architect, landscape architect or company for exemplary work in heritage restoration. By applying traditional plastering techniques to restore cornices and other architectural elements, Ian and George demonstrate that our built heritage can be beautifully sustained with traditional methods and materials and not replaced by modern synthetic elements.
